This award will be given to a bright young researcher demonstrating excellence in Research, who is 
an end-user facing role. Your written entry for shortlisting should help us get to know you as an 
individual and as a bright young research thinker. 
 
Those shortlisted will be invited to present to a jury where your entry should clearly give evidence to 
the claim of being the “Best Researcher under 30” which could be one to a maximum of 3 cases, 
where your personal contribution led to great research (more details will be shared). 
 
The performance should be for the period between December 2023 and December 2024. 
 
Should not have celebrated their 30th birthday before December 1st 2024  
SHOULD HAVE NO MORE THAN 5 YEARS EXPERIENCE IN THE RESEARCH INDUSTRY 
 
Evaluation Criteria for Shortlisting: 

1. Individuality and distinctiveness – we would like to hear your unique voice 
2. Finesse, clarity and brevity of written entry. 
3. Coherence of arguments made 
4. Innovation/creativity in the points made and/or examples 

 
Who can apply: 
People with less than 5 years of experience/younger than 30 years of age on December 31st 2024 
working in  
1. Client Organisations 
2. Research Agencies 
3. Analytics companies/Technology Companies 
4. Research based Consulting Organisations 
5. Data Collection Agencies. 

 
IMPORTANT:  
Before selection of the winner, entries will go through a two-step process: 

1. Shortlisting of written entries (in this form)
